Activity 6              Four corners (adapted from Wink, 2005)
1. Tape a large piece of paper to the wall in each of the four corners of the room.

2. Write each question on one of the pieces of paper. 

· What has been the most valuable or most important thing that you have learned in this course so far?

· What have we discussed that you do not really understand?

· What can the students do to make this a better class? What can the teacher do to make this a better class?

3. Divide the class into four groups. Give each group a different colored marker. They should use only this color in writing their answers.

4. Tell students that each group will have a chance to answer each question by moving in a circle around the room. They will have 4-5 minutes for each question. 

5. Ask each group to stand in front of a piece of paper, discuss the question, and write down some of their ideas. After approximately five minutes, ask groups to move clockwise to the next piece of paper and question. Repeat this until each group has answered all of the questions. 

6. To finish the activity, review each piece of paper with notes with the class. You may need to ask students to clarify their ideas, give examples, as well as edit any information that is not clear.
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
